While fishing for bass there is a very good chance that you will catch a Northern Pike that will 
be over 30” long or a Muskie over 40”.  
 
Lake Minnetonka is where we will be fishing and it is one of the best bass lakes in the country. It has been 
profiled numerous times in national fishing magazines as one of the best lakes in the country for numbers of 
bass and their size. 
 
In the last several years the Muskie population has increased to one of the highest per acre in Minnesota. Every 
year we catch Muskies over the 50” mark and large numbers in the 40”-50” size range. A lot of the Muskies that 
we catch are caught while we are bass fishing and September is one of the best months for catching them. 
 
The Northern Pike in Lake Minnetonka are very voracious eaters and love to try and eat our bass lures. The 
average Pike is 3 ½ pounds and the get up to the 25 pound size in Lake Minnetonka. 
 
The fishing is not the only good thing about the lake the lake has a large variety of wildlife including but not 
limited to whitetail deer, mink, Bald Eagles, Osprey, Loons and numerous other waterfowl along with other 
animals. Most people find it hard to believe the variety of wildlife that the lake has considering the number of 
homes on the lake and the proximity to Minneapolis.
